News from the Beit Midrash

This summer, our students will take the Chief Rabbinate’s examination on Shulhan Arukh Even ha-Ezer to qualify for yadin yadin ordination—the highest degree in Torah study in Israel and the world. This will mark the completion of our second full cycle of study (see below for the list of graduates). This year we are stressing in-depth study of tractate Gittin and the laws of divorce in the Tur, Shulhan Arukh, and their commentators. The halakhic study was accompanied by the emphasis that divorce is always a distressing proceeding involving fierce and unpleasant emotions. The dayyanim who preside over it must not only be cautious with regard to halakhah, where any misstep may prove to be “a twisted thing that cannot be made straight”; they must also demonstrate the sensitivity and humanity required by the subject.

In recent months, our enrichment program for our students brought a number of guest lecturers to the beit midrash: Harav Hagaon Shlomo Fischer; Harav Hagaon Herschel Schachter; the Rishon Letziyyon, Harav Hagaon Mordechai Eliyahu; and Harav Hagaon Shabtai Rappoport, dean of the Shevut Yisrael hesder yeshiva.

In Jewish thought we have been studying Rabbi Kook’s Orot, under the guidance of Rabbi Mordechai Greenberg, dean of the Kerem Beyavneh yeshiva—the mother of all the hesder yeshivot.

In Tanakh, the accent has been on understanding the period of the destruction of the First Temple as reflected in the books of Jeremiah and of Ezekiel, who was one of those exiled to Babylonia (present-day Iraq).

Publications

· Volume 5 of our responsa series, Be-Mar’eh ha-Bazaq, is in the final stage of editing. The responsa for volume 6 are being collected.

· Volumes 3 and 4 are out of stock. In light of the demand, new editions will be issued soon.

· Hemdat Ha’aretz, a collection of articles on subjects associated with the halakhot of marital life and the Tanakh, written by members of the beit midrash, will be published, with G​‑d’s help, before Jerusalem Day, as is customary.

Activity in the Diaspora, in Cooperation with the Center for Spiritual Services to Communities

· In the days before the last O.G.A. conference in Jerusalem, in Tevet, more than 30 rabbis from France and Italy participated in a special advanced course that included lectures mainly on topics associated with the halakhot of issur ve-heter. In the wake of many requests, next year we will hold a course for other rabbis, too, from other countries.

· The beit midrash for rabbis in Paris, headed by Rabbi David Mashash, the chief rabbi of Paris, has increased the scale of its activities. Each week, some forty rabbis participate in the regular program, aimed at preparing them for the yoreh yoreh ordination exams of the Israeli Chief Rabbinate. Rabbi Menahem Jacobowitz, a graduate of Eretz Hemdah, has been appointed permanent head of the beit midrash. During Adar I there were two all-day symposia with the participation of Rabbi Moshe Ehrenreich.

· The beit midrash for rabbis in Rome, headed by Rabbi Dr. Shmuel di Segni, the chief rabbi of Rome, with the support of Eretz Hemdah, has decided to expand its activities. Henceforth every visit by a representative of Eretz Hemdah will include an advanced course for Italian pulpit rabbis, each time in a different city. The first such course was held in Rome.

· In Shevat, Kehilat Yeshurun on Manhattan’s Upper East Side, whose rabbi is Haskel Lookstein, hosted Rabbi Yosef Carmel. We are confident that this important synagogue will join the circle of supporters of Eretz Hemdah.

Rabbi Yosef Carmel was also a guest of the Zionist community of Baltimore, where he gave classes in the Zionist kollel headed by Rabbi Dr. Eliahu Shloush and a class for the general public at Rabbi Moshe Hauer’s synagogue - “Bnai Jacob Congregation” of Baltimore, MD.

· In early Nisan, an Eretz Hemdah Shabbat was held in Rabbi Jacob Rubenstein’s congregation’s synagogue - the Young Israel of Scarsdale, New York. The program included four classes for members of the congregation as well as a get-acquainted evening at the home of Eretz Hemdah friends Bill and Diane Stern.

· In the religious Zionist community of Toronto, a group is organizing to set up a Canadian Friends of Eretz Hemdah. The initiative came from two long-time friends of Eretz Hemdah, Mr. Kurt Rothschild, representing the older generation, and Mr. Israel Dov Meir, representing the younger leadership. The activity is supported by congregational rabbis in this important metropolis.
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Alumni Corner

Rabbi Hayyim Iram, who graduated in our first class, is one of the founders of Beit Moriah in Beersheva and a dayyan and director of the conversion courts for southern Israel. For the past ten years he has served as rabbi of Elazar (a community settlement in Gush Etzion).

A Good Rabbi Puts Dayyanim Out of Work

Rabbi Hayyim Iram’s answer when Motta Gur asked why he decided to become a rabbi

What exactly is included in the job of a community rabbi? Why isn’t it enough to have a regional rabbi to answer halakhic questions? How does one deal with the phenomenon of secularization? How does one integrate into the social fabric of the community?

I never dreamt of being a rabbi. I wanted to be a physician. While I was learning in the Eretz Hemdah kollel, the late Motta Gur, who was then a cabinet minister, came to visit. After we had studied together for a few minutes he asked whether I wanted to be a rabbi or a dayyan. I answered, “a rabbi.” Why? he asked. This is a kollel to train dayyanim. I replied that a good rabbi puts dayyanim out of work. A community rabbi doesn’t just have to answer halakhic questions. That function is part of what they taught me to do, part of what a Jew has to do if he can give and have an impact. A rabbi does what every Jew should do—give charity, learn Torah. He also is the spur to the community’s spirituality. If he loves people he is certainly able to have an impact. You mustn’t treat the community rabbinate as a springboard to the next job. You have to focus on the job itself. A community rabbi has to be involved in educational matters, too, in coordination with welfare officers, for example, helping children who have dropped out of school. As communities grow and mature, there are more crises within families and the rabbis are there on the inside to help out as necessary. The attitude toward those who abandon religious observance is a very complex issue that confronts us. At the preventive level parents have to understand that it’s not enough to rely on the fact that you live in a religious community settlement. They have to actually do something and provide a personal example. If the father does not learn Torah, his children won’t go to a Talmud class on their own. You have to broadcast the message that our society is strong enough to accept everyone as they are, not to be afraid and not to cast out.

The circulation of our weekly leaflet on the Torah portion has expanded greatly both in Israel and abroad. The Zionist kollel in Baltimore has decided to make Hemdat Yamim its “home page” and distributes it each week to the synagogues in the city, along with its own information sheet.

Zev Schwartz, the director of the Zionist kollelim, has adopted the idea and suggested that dozens of other kollelim throughout the world do likewise.
