Snsearch Operating Instructions – Otzar Hahalacha Ve'haminhag  version 3
Words to search 

Open window "Search Texts" to locate a text in Data base of yhe texts in the software.

To open the Search window, press F3. Type the word(s) you want to find and press ENTER or click on the "Search" button. 

The search results will appear in two windows: The source window and the verse window. 

The source window is headed by "# Found" and displays a list of sources where the search word was found. 

The verse window is headed by "The Search "X" appears X times" and displays all the verses which contain the word. 

One can scroll through each window with the Up, Down, PgDn, and PgUp arrows, or by moving the scroll box at the right side of the window with the mouse. 

Double-clicking on a source in the source window will bring up the verse window. 

Double-clicking on a verse in the verse window will open a text window that contains the entire chapter or section. 

To perform a new search, press F3 again. 

Complete information about the various Search Options can be found by clicking on "Help" at the lower right hand side of the Search window. 

Gematria (only for systems containing Gematria functions) 

Press F7 to open a "Gematria" window. Type the word or words you are looking for, and then press ENTER or click on the "Search" button. 

Complete details for the various Search options can be found by clicking on "Help" at the lower right hand side of the "Gematria" dialog box. 

Source Window 

The source window numbers the search results. If the number of search results is more than 50, one can view the next 50 finds by clicking on the 50+ button in the verse window. 

Verse Window 

The search results appear in this window. Every search result is headed by its source and appears with lines of surrounding text. 

In between the +50 and -50 buttons are two buttons with lines. By clicking on the button with wide-spaced lines, you add a line of text to the text which appears in the verse window. By clicking on the button with compact lines, you subtract a line of text to the text which appears in the verse window. 

Double-clicking on a line of text in the verse window opens a large text window. 

Clicking (right click) once on a source in the verse window selects the text for printing or saving to the clipboard. The word "Marked" appears above the text to indicate this. (To print only those verses which you have "marked", press CTRL + P or click on the Printer icon or select Print from the "File Menu" to enter the Print/Save window. In the window, click on the "marked results" button under the "Selections" title and then press on the Print button.) 

Complete text window 

This window shows the entire chapter or section in which the search word occurs, with all the search results appearing in a different color from the surrounding text. You can jump to the next search result by pressing on the space bar. 

The entire section can be printed, saved as a RTF or text file, or copied to the clipboard in a DavkaWriter, Dagesh Pro, Word 97 or Wordpad file format by clicking on the printer icon or by pressing CTRL-P. 

 To save only part of the section, place the mouse at the beginning of the text, and click-drag to the end of the desired text. Then press CTRL + C to save the text to the clipboard with predetermined attributes or CTRL + B to save the text as Simple Text. You can then paste the text in a file of a word processor program. 

Pressing SHIFT + F2 will stack the windows on the screen so one window will not cover up another. 

The Menus 

File 

Select current database - displays the list of databases on the CD-Rom disk and enables selecting one of them as the current database. 

When performing a search, the current database will first be searched, and only afterwards will other selected databases be searched. 

Fonts that were selected in the "Options" Menu will only apply to the current database. 

The name of the current database always appears in the status line at the bottom of the screen. 

Print opens the dialog box of Print options. 

Copy copies the open text to the clipboard to be pasted into a word processor. The program copies the text according to the specifications which the user defined in the print dialog box. For instance, after the user determined which fonts he wanted to use for the text in "Options" on the View Menu, he can select these fonts to be the default font in the Print dialog box and he can save the text in one of three word processor formats. 

Copy as simple text copies the open text to the clipboard as simple text (ignoring font, color and word processor specifications). 

Multiple print - prints up to 4 texts in separate columns on one page. 

Exit - exits the program. 

Search 

Search - opens a dialog box where you may type in words to be searched, and may select various other search options. 

Databases - displays the list of databases on the CD-Rom disk, and allows you to select which databases to search. 

Limit the search allows you to limit the search to a section of the current database. All the sections in the present database are listed in this dialog box. To limit the search to one section, mark the section – or book in the section. To search the entire database, click "Clear" and "Select All." 

Results list - shows a window which displays the number of the search results in each database. 

Next database - when searching several databases, this displays the search results for the next database in the list. Click  Book+. 

Previous database - when searching several databases, this displays the search results for the previous database in the list. Click Book-
Merge results - In the Verse Window, a line appears containing each search result. By choosing "Merge ", one line only will appear for each section, regardless of how many search results appear in that section. When the window containing the entire chapter is opened, each search result will appear in a different color. 

Text 

Display text - opens a list containing the titles of the books in the CD-Rom. You can navigate through the sections and chapters of the book down to the text level by clicking on "Text" or "Enter". 

Display the chapter - If a window containing a certain verse is open, choosing this option will display the entire chapter. Click F5. 

Link to - opens the commentaries that explain the active text. 

Next  - opens the following page, section, chapter or verse. 

Previous  - opens the previous page, section, chapter or verse. 

Next result - jumps to the next search find. 

Find in Text - enables you to search for any word in the open text. 

Find Next - finds the next time a word appears in the open text. 

Add a line - adds a line of text to the lines in the Verse Window. 

Sub a Line subtracts a line of text from the lines in the Verse Window. 

Display 

Toolbar - shows/hides the toolbar 

Status line - shows/hides the status line at the bottom of the main window which displays the name of the present database, and other information. 

Options - selects interface language, screen and print fonts and colors, autosave, etc. 

On the bottom line of the software, the Hebrew date and updated version appear in yellow.

Double click "Current Version" to view additional inflormation about this version, as well as the number of users authorized to use it.
To access the halachic times of day for various cities worldwide, double click the Hebew Date key.
